There are currently 31 registered students, 9 of
which are from our church and 22 are from the local
community.

Please pray that this new ministry would produce fruit in the form of souls
saved, believers strengthened, and Bible preachers and teachers equipped to further the cause of Christ
in Burkina Faso.
